
People Finder Report
Public Records Search Results in One Report 
The tabbed People Finder page allows you to run one search to locate a person and obtain
infor mation about that personÕs assets, adverse civil filings, criminal record, professional affiliations,
and licenses from more than 20 public records databases. You can choose to view your result either as
a compact document with links to the underlying source documents in a summary report or as a single
document with all infor mation displayed in a full-text r eport. Use the People Finder page to 

n verify personal information

n comply with the Patriot Act

n prevent fraud and identity theft

n conduct due diligence

n run background checks

Accessing the People Finder Page
To select the People Finder page for your current research session, click Add/Remove Tabsnext to the
tabs that are currently displayed. When the Manage Tabs page is displayed, click People Finderunder
General. 

To add the People Finder page so it is displayed each time you access Westlaw, select the People Finder
check box, then click Next. At the Save Tabs page, select the tabbed page you want to be your default
Westlaw page, then click Save.
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Creating a People Finder Report
Follow these steps to create a People Finder report.

1. At the People Finder page, in the What do you know about the person?section, enter at least one of the following types of
infor mation to begin your search:

n last name, first name, and state or zip code

n street address and state or zip code

n Social Security number

Select the types of content you want in the What infor mation do you want? section, then click Next. 

2. At the Permissible Use page, up to six drop-down lists of permissible uses for public records may be displayed, depending on
the content and the state you select. Select a use from each drop-down list, then click Next. 
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3. At the Person Selection page, a list of names and addresses based on the information you entered in the What do you know
about the person? section is displayed. The list may include name variations, Òalso known asÓ names, and the names of
additional household members that appear on matching records. Addresses and partially masked Social Security numbers are
listed to help you distinguish among individuals in the case of multiple identical or alternative names. Select the check box
next to each individual for whom you want to cr eate a report, then click Next. You may select up to 10 names. It may take
Westlaw a few minutes to retrieve results.

4. At the Results Selection page, a list of documents for each individual you selected at the Person Selection page is displayed.
Select the documents you want to include in the final report. To omit a document from the final report, clear the appropriate
check box. Then select a summary report or a full-text r eport. 

n Click View Summary Report to view a relatively short report containing links to underlying source documents. For
example, to view the source documents containing real estate transaction information, click the appropriate links in the
report and view the source documents in the Link Viewer.

n Click Full-text Report to view your r esult as a full-text report, i.e., a single scrollable page displaying the complete contents
of all underlying source documents. Links in the report are tools for browsing the page. 

It may take a few minutes for the report to be displayed. 
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
