· State content: You can retrieve legislative history journals, vote records, and legislative testimony (via Graphical Bills).

· Federal content: You can retrieve House and Senate reports, Congressional Record testimony, presidential documents and press conference transcripts, and other legislative and executive materials.

· Searching: You can run a global search across all bills and regulations (state, federal, or both), use Locate or Next Term functionality to browse your results, and search using the Westlaw Boolean search engine.

· Alerts: Alerts from global searches are available, as are enhanced citation lists. 

· Reports: You can have bills and regulations delivered together in one report and presented in a variety of formats. Reports are saved for up to 14 days so you can retrieve and deliver them again.

· Folders: A one-folder hierarchy with unlimited depth makes documents easier to organize.

Arbitration resources—minus the scavenger hunt 

Arbitration materials have traditionally been tricky to obtain. See Catherine A. Rogers, Transparency in International Commercial Arbitration, 54 U. Kan. L. Rev. 1301, 1319–20 (2006) (comparing private collections of arbitral decisions to “privileges to members of an exclusive club”).

For today’s Westlaw user, however, arbitration materials have never been easier to obtain. Westlaw now offers a collection of domestic and international arbitration materials—including decisions, rules, directories, international arbitration materials, and analytical publications—that is fully integrated with related information and research tools. 

Moreover, you can access these materials via a single starting point: the newly created Arbitration page on Westlaw. The Arbitration page, the latest Customizable Westlaw tabbed page, contains user-friendly links to a wide variety of arbitration decisions, rules, treaties, forms, practice guides, and other primary and secondary sources in one central location.
Among the newly released arbitration materials are the following:

· commercial arbitration awards from the International Centre for Dispute Resolution (ICDR) (the international division of the American Arbitration Association) 

· court-filed awards from the following states: Arizona, California, Florida, Illinois, Nevada, New York, Ohio, Oregon, Pennsylvania, and Washington.

Markman orders—with all the trimmings 

When you retrieve a case on Westlaw, you also retrieve any number of enhancements, research tools, and links to related materials.

That goes double for a Markman order.

Like any other federal district court case, a Markman order (an interlocutory order from a Markman hearing, in which a federal district court construes the claims of one or more patents) contains a ResultsPlus list, KeyCite information, links to related filings, and other time-saving and research-strengthening enhancements. 

And as part of Westlaw Patents, the same Markman order may also contain links for each underlying patent, providing quick access to the following:

· the underlying patent document and attachments

· U.S. patent family tree 

· patent file history 

· office actions and related history 

· claims versions

Each underlying patent may contain a KeyCite status flag, links to prior art, and a link to the patent examiner’s profile.

You can retrieve Markman orders by searching the Markman Orders (MARKMAN-ORDERS) or Markman Orders and Filings (MARKMAN-ALL) database or by clicking Markman Order Version in selected KeyCite history results. To retrieve claim construction charts from Markman proceedings, search the Claim Construction Charts Court Filings database (MARKMAN-CLAIMCHT).

Judicial reports: Put away those tea leaves 
The business of the lawyer is “prophecy,” wrote legal scholar Max Radin in 1925. After all, the better your organization can predict the outcome of motions and other rulings, the better it can advise a client and prepare sensible strategies. 

Accordingly, you’ll want to learn anything you can about the approaches, predilections, and philosophy of the judge presiding over the case. That’s where Judicial Motion Reports and Judicial Reversal Reports—newly released on Westlaw—come in.

Judicial Motion Report

A Judicial Motion Report gathers the motion history of a particular U.S. district court or bankruptcy judge and analyzes that history according to motion type (11 motion types are available), case type, role of the filing party, and other filters you designate. At any level of the analysis, you can click Judicial Motion List in the left frame to retrieve a tailored list of links to full-text motions, rulings, and dockets. 

You can access Judicial Motion Reports in any of several ways, including the following: 

· Click Judicial Motion Reports under Find a Person at the Site Map page; then use the Judicial Reports search template to run a search for the judge’s name.

· Click Judicial Motion Reports on the Links tab while viewing a judge’s profile retrieved from the Profiler–Profiles of Attorneys and Judges database (PROFILER-WLD). 

· Click Judicial Motion Reports, when available, in a ResultsPlus list.

Once you retrieve a Judicial Motion Report, you can customize the report by adding one or more filters. To add a filter, click the appropriate link, e.g., click Summary Judgment in the Type of Motion section. To add several filters simultaneously, use the Advanced Filter feature: Click Customize This Report at the top of the report, select or clear check boxes as desired, and click Apply. (To remove all filters, click Restore Original Report at the top of the report.)

Judicial Reversal Report 

A Judicial Reversal Report analyzes either of the following:

· a trial judge’s record of reversals, affirmances, and other dispositions on appeal

· an appellate judge’s record of deciding appeals from lower courts, as well as the appellate judge’s own record on appeal

You can retrieve a Judicial Reversal Report by doing any of the following:

· Click Judicial Reversal Reports under Find a Person at the Site Map page; then use the search template to run a search for a judge’s name.

· Click Judicial Reversal Reports on the Links tab while viewing a judge’s profile retrieved from PROFILER-WLD.

· Click Judicial Reversal Reports on the Links tab while viewing a Judicial Motion Report.

· Click Judicial Reversal Reports in selected ResultsPlus lists.

Like the Judicial Motion Report, a Judicial Reversal Report can be filtered by any of several categories. You can click Appellate Document List at any level of the report for links to documents cited at that level. 

Example

To retrieve a list of citations, dispositions, and document links for employment and labor law cases on appeal from Judge Barbara Crabb, use one of the above methods to retrieve Judge Crabb’s Judicial Reversal Report. Click Case Types on the Links tab. Click Employment/Labor in the right frame, then click Appellate Document List on the Links tab.

Used together, Judicial Motion Reports and Judicial Reversal Reports help you manage your clients’ expectations, develop informed motion and appeal strategies, and reduce time spent drafting motions and briefs.

Patent claims construction charts: Stay on top of these crucial litigation documents

If you assist professionals involved in patent infringement litigation, let them know about the following resources recently released on Westlaw:

· Claim Construction Charts Court Filings database (MARKMAN-CLAIMCHT): In a patent infringement case, lawyers are typically required to submit a jointly prepared chart that identifies the allegedly infringed claims and proposed claim constructions. MARKMAN-CLAIMCHT contains selected charts filed in U.S. district courts—essential reading if your client’s patent case involves similar claims. Coverage begins with 2005.

· Patent district court filing rules databases: Detailed requirements for patent claims construction charts are provided in local district court rules. An easy way to retrieve the rules for your state is to use one of nine new state-specific databases that condense the governing rules for a specific patent procedure into a single document (much like KeyRules databases). Similar databases for the International Trade Commission and the U.S. Patent and Trademark Office (USPTO) are also available. The identifier for each state database is PATRULES-XX, where XX is the state’s two-letter postal abbreviation.

Stimulus plan: The newest “slice” on your plate 

The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (Pub. L. No. 111-5) (aka the stimulus plan) is on Westlaw. And not just the text of the act—you can also use Westlaw for a plethora of news sources, law review articles, federal and state regulations, and proposed legislation related to the stimulus plan. 

A cost-effective way to retrieve these documents is to use one of the following Stimulus Plan “slice” databases recently released on Westlaw: 

· Stimulus Plan Federal Register (STIMPLAN-FR)

· Stimulus Plan Federal Regulations (STIMPLAN-CFR)

· Stimulus Plan Journals and Law Reviews (STIMPLAN-LAWREV)

· Stimulus Plan News (STIMPLAN-NEWS)

· Stimulus Plan Pending Legislation (STIMPLAN-BILLTXT)

· Stimulus Plan State Regulations (STIMPLAN-ADC)

For example, suppose you represent a large health care organization and you want news documents on the electronic medical records incentives in the stimulus plan. Access STIMPLAN-NEWS and type a query such as recovery /3 reinvestment /p electronic /3 health medical /3 record.  

You won’t have to hunt for these databases—a new Stimulus Plan section was recently added to the following tabbed pages on Westlaw: Banking Compliance, Bankruptcy Practitioner, Business Practitioner, Communications, Construction Practitioner, Education, Energy, Environmental Practitioner, Finance and Banking, Financial Crisis, Government Affairs, Government Contracts, Health Law, Labor & Employment, Municipal Practitioner, Real Property Practitioner, Residential Mortgage Lending, Securities Practitioner, Tax, and Transportion.

SEARCH TIP 

How do I “undo” a deletion I made in Customizable Westlaw? 

Q: I deleted a database name from the Bankruptcy Practitioner page but suddenly realized I wanted the database name where it was. Is there an easy way to return the database name to the page?

A: There is now: Thanks to a recent enhancement to Customizable Westlaw, whenever you remove a database name, database group, or search feature from a tabbed page for which Customizable Westlaw is available, an Undo Delete Item or Undo Delete Part link appears at the top of the page for a few seconds. To restore the deleted item, click Undo Delete Item or Undo Delete Part while the link is displayed.

If the Undo link disappears before you are able to click it, click Show next to Content and Display Options at the top of the page. Then click Browse Tools and Content by Tab in the Add Content to this Tab section and add the deleted item.

For example, suppose you deleted the Recent Developments tool in the left frame of the Bankruptcy Practitioner page. To undo this deletion, click Show. Then click Browse Tools and Content by Tab. The Add Content to This Tab dialog box is displayed. Click Topical on the left side of the dialog box, then click Bankruptcy Practitioner on the right side. Under Tools, select the Recent Developments check box; then click Add. The Recent Developments tool is added to the left frame of your Bankruptcy Practitioner page.
