Over the past several weeks, Westlaw has seen the arrival of 49 databases from CCH, a leading provider of tax and business materials since 1913. CORP-ALL and UCC-ALL: Easier on the eyes

When it comes to readability, even the stodgy Securities and Exchange Commission is all for it: “It is … difficult to read dense blocks of text that run across an entire page. A number of the plain English pilot participants solved the problem by using two columns.” Plain English Disclosure, Securities Act Release No. 7380, 63 SEC Docket 1487 (Jan. 14, 1997).

Now dual-column readability has come to Westlaw public records, starting with documents retrieved from the Corporate Records and Business Registrations–Combined (CORP-ALL) and Uniform Commercial Code Records–Combined (UCC-ALL) databases. The dual-column format will be released in other public records databases on a rolling basis. Note: The dual-column format does not appear in documents once you print, e-mail, or download them.

Little things make a big difference.

Hornbooks: Look for them in your ResultsPlus list

Dan Dobbs’ Law of Remedies is everywhere. It’s cited as authority in at least 2,370 published court opinions (including 35 from the U.S. Supreme Court). It’s mentioned in at least 1,615 journal and law review articles. 

As of October 24, Dobbs’ Law of Remedies is also in ResultsPlus. 

And not just Dobbs’ Law of Remedies: Relevant materials from all 27 hornbook databases on Westlaw—approximately 4,500 documents—may now be included in your ResultsPlus list. These databases include Friendenthal, Kane, and Miller’s Hornbook on Civil Procedure (CIVPRO-HB) and Wright and Kane’s Hornbook on the Law of Federal Courts (LAWFEDCTS-HB). (Note: You may have to click View All Results in the ResultsPlus list to view the links to the hornbooks.) How will I know if something changes in my IP Filing Rules document?

Q: My firm is preparing a utility patent application that we intend to file at the U.S. Patent and Trademark Office. For guidance, we are using USPTO PAT IPF 800, an extremely detailed, 175-page document from the USPTO Patent Filing Rules database (USPTOPAT-RULES). But what if something in this lengthy document changes after it’s put away?

A: Create an IP Filing Rules Alert so you are automatically notified if and when anything in the document changes. You don’t need to create a separate alert entry for every citation in the document—one entry takes care of everything. The easiest way to create an IP Filing Rules Alert is to click Notify me of rules update at the top of the IP Filing Rules document you are viewing.
