Foreign patents on Westlaw: Click locally, search globally
If your organization practices patent law, you may need to retrieve foreign patents and patent applications for any number of reasons, including the following:

· You want to stay current on the activities of your client, company, or existing or potential competitors.

· You want to file for patent protection in another country.

· You want to stay current on technical advancements and patent filings in other countries. (“Certain technologies may be more advanced overseas than in the U.S., so a search that focuses on U.S. patents may miss the most pertinent prior art.” Brian M. Berliner, Predicting the Future by Studying the Past: Giving an Opinion on the Patentability of an Invention, in Preparing Patent Legal Opinions 2002, at 411, 417 (PLI Pat. Copyright Trademark & Literary Property, Course Handbook Series No. 715, 2002).)

Unlike other online sources, these databases can be searched using the Terms and Connectors or Natural Language search method or a Basic or Advanced search template. When you use the search template in the multibase EURO-PAT-ALL, you can retrieve patents, applications, or both from one or more of these databases with one search. 

Patent and application records contain links to the full-text document in PDF—a major benefit. As Berliner observes, other online sources “do not always include the full text of the document, but are often limited to abstracts and bibliographic information.” Berliner, supra, at 417.

West e-Learning modules: View them during your Westlaw session

Recent market research reveals that many of West’s customers want e-learning modules that are very short and practice area–specific. In response, West e-Learning is developing a series of modules that are

CIVLIBLIT: Section 1983, phrase by phrase

Litigation over 42 U.S.C.A. § 1983 can be found throughout the state and federal courts, including prisoner and police misconduct actions, zoning challenges, and housing and employment discrimination lawsuits. (454,260 citing references to section 1983 were available in KeyCite as of September 17.) 

Given its procedural and substantive incentives—including generous damages and attorney fees—42 U.S.C.A. § 1983 might be the most lucrative 145 words in American law. 

With so much riding on so little text, you’ll want to have the Civil Rights and Civil Liberties Litigation: The Law of Section 1983 database (CIVLIBLIT) nearby. CIVLIBLIT contains the full text of Civil Rights and Civil Liberties Litigation: The Law of Section 1983, professor Sheldon Nahmod’s authoritative, three-volume treatise that’s largely organized around words and phrases in the statute (e.g., “every person”). On Westlaw, it’s easy to use the Table of Contents service to zero in on analysis and authorities that pertain to a particular concept. You can then retrieve the cited authorities by clicking their respective links in the text.

CIVLIBLIT covers procedure, substantive law (including exhaustive chapters on damages and attorney fees), and key decisions; it also contains valuable checklists and forms you can adapt for your own litigation. The database is revised annually and was updated this month with the 2009–2010 edition.

Professor Nahmod has practiced civil rights law for nearly 30 years and is a recognized authority on section 1983 litigation. His publication has been cited as authority in more than 178 judicial opinions, including those of the U.S. Supreme Court.

EDR database searching: It’s a no-brainer 

Q: Which field restrictions and carefully formulated queries are best for tailoring your searches in Environmental Data Resources (EDR) databases?

A: It doesn’t matter. 

User-friendly search templates are now available for all EDR databases on Westlaw. You can just type information in the appropriate text boxes, click Search Westlaw, and harvest your results. No expertise necessary.

These databases include (but are not limited to) the following:

· Environmental Data Resources–Civil Enforcement Docket (EDR-DOCKET)

· Environmental Data Resources–Combined Materials (EDR-COMB)

· Environmental Data Resources–Compliance Records (EDR-COMPLY)

· Environmental Data Resources–National Priorities List (NPL) and Potentially Responsible Parties (PRP) (EDR-NPLPRP)

· Environmental Data Resources–Superfund Materials (EDR-SFUND)

· Individual State Environmental Records (EDR-XX), where XX is a state’s two-letter postal abbreviation

This enhancement makes it especially easy to retrieve all EDR documents available for a particular individual or facility. For example, to identify all state and federal environmental records on file for 1145 E. 233rd St., Carson, Calif., access EDR-COMB. Type 1145 /3 233rd & carson in the Facility or Owner’s Address text box and ca in the Facility or Owner’s State text box. Then click Search Westlaw.

Words and Phrases: A more direct route 

For years, you have been able to retrieve an official judicial or statutory definition by accessing a case law or statutes database and restricting your query to the words-phrases field (wp). You retrieve the full-text case or statute that defines the term.

The words-phrases field is still available, but now there’s an alternative: Now you can use Words and Phrases (WORDS-PHRASES)—the stand-alone database.

WORDS-PHRASES contains more than 1 million judicial definitions and references from published and unpublished opinions of state and federal courts, including almost 70,000 historical references that have not previously been available on Westlaw. New judicial constructions and interpretations will be promptly added as they become available from the courts.

The new user-friendly template makes it easy to run a search: Just type a term in the text box and, if desired, use one or more check boxes to restrict your search by jurisdiction. (In the alternative, you can use the Terms and Connectors or Natural Language search method.)

A definition from WORDS-PHRASES is classified under the West Key Number System® and includes a West headnote and a citation and link to the applicable full-text opinion. When available, a link is provided to KeyCite citing references for the headnote.

SEARCH TIP 

How do I retrieve European patents for a particular invention?

Q: I’m trying to identify all the European patents for antidepressants that are assigned to Eli Lilly and Company. If I access the European Patents and Applications database (EURO-PAT-ALL) and type antidepressant in the Abstract text box, my search misses documents in which the abstract doesn’t contain the term antidepressant, e.g., the abstract uses chemical names or is in a foreign language. What else can I try?

A: If you know the current International Patent Classification (IPC) code, access EURO-PAT-ALL and choose the Advanced AND template. Then type “eli lilly” in the Assignees text box and the IPC code for antidepressants, a61p-25/24, in the Current IPC Classification text box and click Search Westlaw. 

If you don’t know the IPC code but are viewing a similar patent, copy the IPC codes listed under International Classes (Current) and paste them (up to 80 characters) in the Current IPC Classification text box at the EURO-PAT-ALL Advanced AND search template. (Be sure to add spaces between IPC codes before running your search.)
