1. Introduction

Version 7.1 of Drafting Wills and Trust Agreements (DWTA) serves as an update for version 7.0 of DWTA. This update can only be installed over version 7.0.

Microsoft Windows 2000, XP, Vista, or Windows 7 operating system

Word processing software capable of reading Rich Text Format (RTF) files: either Word 2000 or later, or WordPerfect 9 or later. In all cases, the latest Service Pack is recommended.
